Transition

Bob Williams will no longer be the lead for our agency.

Minutes

Minutes for Nov 2014 were reviewed.  Deloris Farmer made a motion to accept, Georgia Ensley 2nd and they were passed.

Point in Time
This count is performed on an annual basis with HUD overseeing and counts both sheltered and unsheltered persons.  Posters regarding the county are available for anyone who wants them.  There will be a free breakfast on Wed. 1/28 from 8-10am at the Shelter.  Following the breakfast we will be at Joy Soup Kitchen.  Flyers have been provided to the Greenville Police Dept., Joy Soup, Hope Station and the Greenville Community Shelter.    On Tues. night 1/27 we will be at Oakmont Church because they hold a dinner each Tues. night and we hope to find the 4 individuals who are chronically homeless at that time.  The police will have flyers and make sure that anyone they find in camps will get one.

The survey is confidential and we don’t take names, just the 1st 2 initials of the first & last name and their age or birth date.  The information is only used for the survey which goes to HUD and no other entity has access to it.  

For sheltered housing programs, Tujuanda will compile numbers for the Greenville Housing Authority housing programs, as will Tonette Latham for the Shelter, Catonnia Pitt for the Family Violence Shelter and Georgia Ensley for ECBH programs.  The two Shelters will have numbers of the people who stay there on the night of the 28th.

Coordinated Assessment

Bob received an email saying they’re behind schedule, so we won’t get recommendations until February (we went for training).  The BoS will probably have recommendations as well.
Election of New Regional Lead

Gregg Gauss was nominated for the CoC.  Motion was made by James Rhodes, Linda Mandell 2nd and motion passed.  Motion for the alternate was made by James Rhodes for Bob Williams to be the alternate.  Linda Mandell 2nd the motion and the motion passed.

Housing Updates

Georgia – has 5 openings and wants to get them filled asap.  Must have mental illness and be homeless.  No longer have income requirements.  If, however, the electric is cut off, they are terminated from the program.

New Bern started tacking additional deposits on to bills for anyone who is behind.  If someone owes $300, they tack on a $300 deposit and keep doing it each month, so there are some bills of $2000.

Tujuanda GHA – no openings

Tonette – 1 opening and currently screening.  Homeless, disability & some inome required.

Linda Mandell reported 95 SOAR referrals to date.  Two very old cases on appeal have been decided with 1 win & 1 loss.  Soar’s initial information for 2014 shows that throughout the US, NC is #5 in success rates.

Announcements

Deloris Farmer reported that a Landlord Meeting breakfast will be held for Greenville.  There is also a Rapid Rehousing budget of $33,000 for a 9 month project which should be ready next month

ARC of NC – thru ECBH.  Opening in Greenville.  Also mental health ADD diagnosis.  $300 income a month minimum.  Rent incl. util., doesn’t incl. phone or internet.  Some excep for families.  Costs 0% f monthly income.  Pets OK w/deposit.  Serv. Available thru ECBH.  1 opening in New Bern, Grnvl = 2 males or 2 females.  Units are 2 bed/2 bath places.  For families 2 kids ok, 3 too many.
