Announcements

The new Shelter is 80% done.  They are waiting for Greenville Utilities to do what they have to do to have a permanent power supply.  It was also decided to open the upstairs apartments in the administrative building.  To be eligible, a person must have a regular job (not disability)  with a $725 minimum per month and will be able to stay no more than six months.  The Shelter will retain 15% of the person’s income as rent and they will be required to save 30% of their income which will be returned when they leave.  This will create a savings for deposits so that the person can move into regular housing.  There are two people renting at this time.  These availability is open to people besides those in the Shelter.  Applications are reviewed at the weekly housing meeting.  It is hoped that eventually there will be a “supervisor” who will live there (someone from the police or fire department who holds some position of authority).  An ex-offender is eligible for residency if the offense is not a violent one.
Georgia Ensley stated an apartment in New Gern doesn’t do a background check because he has so many empty units.
