Agency Updates


	Grace House – Nicole Self shared Grace House is still going to be in the same place for at least the next 6 months.  Nicole Self and Erica Sergeant are going to be working with homeless individuals to meet their needs at Grace House.  
Hope Valley, Inc. – Linda Amburn shared Hope Valley recently acquired the Flynn Home and are working on renovations.  They will be providing a halfway house type-setting and they are determining the services they will provide.  
ALFA – Annie Earle reported the numbers of positive testing for HIV for Catawba County is unprecedented.  The numbers are reminiscent to earlier decades of HIV positive reporting rates. They are also holding a fundraiser on June 27th – Red Ribbon Classic Golf Tournament.  
Life House Day Shelter – John Hays discussed their program and what they do.  They have been open for 1 year and 1 month and they provide spiritual and emotional support for homeless individuals.

 Western Piedmont Council of Governments – Stephanie Hanvey shared they have worked through their section 8 waitlist and there is no one on the waitlist.  They will begin taking applications on June 2 through June 6 for vouchers.  The applications will be available at their offices and online beginning May 19th.  WPCOG has no preference for homelessness but they are open to talk about working together to develop some preferences.  

Partners Behavioral Health Management – Teena Willis shared about the “HUB” meetings that happened in each county over the last month.  Encouraged anyone interested to contact Partners to see how they can be involved with creating a “HUB” in Hickory.  Michael Smith reported the Adult Collaborative group will be sponsoring an Information Friday on June 20th.  The topic will be homelessness. The community is invited to participate and learn. 

Eastern Catawba County Christian Ministries – Rev. Silber reported they are expanding their program supporting families to become more stable.  They are partnering with Family Guidance Center and other agencies to provide as much as possible to meet the needs of individuals and families. 
Safe Harbor Rescue Mission – Amy Marie Coffee shared they are having a Bedspread Derby fundraiser Aug. 16th.   It will be held on the 300 block of Main Street. Anyone interested participating or getting more information can get more information from the Safe Harbor website or at www.bedspreadderby.com  

Veteran’s Helping Veteran’s / Stand Down – Larry McMullen shared information from the Stand Down.  There were 198 veteran’s that registered at the Stand Down and 38 of them were homeless.  They are also looking for individuals to assist with transportation for veteran’s to appointments.  Anyone can drive if they can be approved through the VA to drive.  They can drive the DAV van to assist with the transportation.  The Veteran’s Helping Veteran’s is still meeting at Grace House for now. 
Salvation Army – Casey McCall shared the shelter has seen an increase in residents.  They have about 16 beds and will try to work with people to meet their physical needs.   They have seen more people with physical disabilities and have had to make arrangements to accommodate them due to their physical challenges.  

Bed Availability – Casey McCall discussed the bed availability spreadsheet on the agenda.  This is the first month it is on there.  He will continue to put it on there and asked agencies to report to him each month what is available to help everyone know where we can and cannot refer people.  He also stated we can add whatever information the group felt would be important to the spreadsheet. 

GHCCM – Open Door Ministries is now serving out of GHCCM.  Turn-out was good.  They are working to coordinate resources for homeless an those in need.  They also have a case manager and a SOAR worker that will be working with individuals to help meet their needs. Jeff Burns is the SOAR working housed at GHCCM that will be working to help people get their disability determinations more quickly.
