Agency Updates


	ALFA – Annie Earle reported Adria Cline is leaving ALFA and going to Catawba DSS.  They will be looking to replace her position.  They have reorganized and do not have an Executive Director and distribute the duties between the senior staff. 
Veteran’s Helping Veteran’s / Stand Down – Levi Helton shared there are many camps out there so are abandoned. They continue to meet on Wednesdays at Grace House.  The Veteran’s Stand Down will be on April 24th at the Hickory Fair Grounds.  Please spread the word.
DSS – Tami Hefner shared the Alliance for Innovation group has been meeting and is pursuing a comprehensive resource list and creation of an app for quick access to resources.  More will be shared as it is available. 

Hickory Soup Kitchen – Austin shared they are having their spaghetti fundraiser for the Hickory soup kitchen and he has tickets for anyone interested.   Austin also shared he had received funding for some bus passes.  If anyone is in need for them they would need to contact him.  
NC Dept of Commerce – Vanessa James reported they have funding and programs available for former offenders to assist with employment.  They also have an immediate opportunity for offenders in Caldwell Co. 
Salvation Army – Casey reported they had 15-20 people on the floor of the shelter in their overflow.  However, the shelter is only at half capacity with about 35 people staying there.  He also reported they raised $125,000 in cash from the bell ringing not including checks and matching funds. They bought 3000 kids gifts.  

Hickory Housing Authority – Kelley Hayward reported that David’s funding for the ROSS program was awarded to continue to support his position so he is no longer with them.  The HHA is trying to build it’s 3, 4, and 5 bedroom waiting list up if anyone knows of any families that would benefit.  

City of Hickory – Dave Leonetti reported the city is in the process of completing its consolidated plan. He is in need of input from the committee and will contact folks to get information.  They will also be releasing the CDBG funds application on Friday Jan. 9th and it will be due back mid February.  

Partners Behavioral Health Management -  Teena gave updated information concerning merger with Centerpoint.  Teena also reported that Michael Smith is being trained in Mental Health First Aid and will be looking to doing trainings for the community.  

Greater Hickory Cooperative Christian Ministries – Nan Lacy reported GHCCM will be doing “Behind the Scenes” Tour the 2nd Friday of each month at 10am.  There is no requirement to register.  She also reported Feb. 17th is “Take a Bite Out of Hunger”.   Please try to eat at local restaurants that are participating.  
Family Care Center – Jennifer Clark shared Toshiba is doing a promotion to run newsletters for free for those interested. She stated they are looking at moving some of their emergency beds to transitional beds based on their need to extend the time to help families stabilize.  The beds will not be paid for out of ESG or other HUD funding but through their other funding sources.  She also requested the approval from the group to support them in acquiring a new CHIN user license.  The group gave support of the need for the additional license.
