Agency Updates


	Family Guidance Center – Anne Peele shared that Family Guidance Center will be assuming the Parent Education Program in July that nurtures at risk adolescents.   She also shared they have foreclosure prevention money but it will end within the next year. 
Catawba County United Way – Cheryl shared there are some file cabinets & chairs for anyone that needs them. 
Hickory Soup Kitchen – Austin shared their capital campaign is going well and it should wrap up May 15th.  The contracts have gone to bid and Austin hopes they will be in the new facility next year.  They also have several fundraisers going on and he will send information to everyone about those.  The HSK is partnering to provide a free cooking class called “Dining on a Dime” on May 14th from 5-7pm.. They will provide information and instructions on healthy cooking on a low budget. 
Salvation Army – Casey shared the Salvation Army partnered with the Hickory Police Dept. to provide a Pedestrian Safety on April 1st at the shelter.   They are also partnering with the Cognitive Connection to begin offering Peer Support substance abuse and mental health groups on Tuesdays and Fridays at 6pm.  It is open to anyone.
Catawba County DSS – Tami Hefner shared information and update on the Alliance For Innovations initiative.  The group is working to create a mobile resource with smart features to provide information for someone in need.  They are also proposing to create a “Community Guide” that will work similarly to a case worker to help triage people’s needs.  The initiative is aimed at adolescence at this time to try to end the cycles of poverty.  

CVCC – Renee Neal shared CVCC will have open enrollment for new student starting next month. She also shared there will be two round table discussions on sexual assault this month.  One will be in Taylorsville on April 14th and the other in Hickory on April 15th.  Both are from 12-1 pm at the CVCC campuses. 

ALFA – Meg Lail reported the Hike for Hope will be April 11th and today is the deadline to register.  She also shared her computer crashed and needs folks to contact her about programs scheduled after April.
Safe Harbor Rescue Mission - Vicki Murray shared they will be hosting their bedspread derby again on August 15th at the Valley Hills Mall.  They are very excited about it.  Last year was a wonderful success.  Amy Marie shared the statistics from agency that submitted their information to her.  She also shared they are moving some of their offices to another location from the Day shelter to be able to provide more space for programs for participants. 

Veteran’s Helping Veteran’s / Stand Down – Larry McMullen shared several events. April 14th from 10-2 there will be a Veteran’s Fair at the National Guard Armory in Burke County.  April 22nd there will be a Town Hall meeting in Morganton at the DAV from 5-6pm. May 16th is the annual car show in Granite Falls that will benefit The American Cancer Society.  

April 24th is the Foothills Stand Down.  If anyone is interested in volunteering or setting up as a vendor, you need to let Teena Willis or Michael Smith know today otherwise you will not be allowed in at the Stand Down. 
Habitat for Humanity – Gail Bowman shared Habitat will have a Bird House fundraiser on April 23rd. They will begin building new houses this spring off Falling Creek Rd. They are looking for applicants for new houses.   

Community Link – Branden Lewis shared the SSVF program has plenty of funds to house homeless veterans but they are running low on prevention funds.  
NC Commerce – Thad “Sparkie” Sparkman shared NC Works has 16+ workshops available every month for job seekers.  
City of Hickory – Dave Leonetti reported the city is in the process of completing its consolidated plan and it will go to the Council next month.  He also shared they continue to have housing urgent repair funds available for low income households.  
City of Hickory Fire Department – Terri Byers shared several events that will be happening around the community.  April 25th at the SALT Block will be Growing Green.  There is a Family Fair on May 9th.   She also offered fire and safety education programs to anyone that needed them.  She will be sending out some information about not putting kids in cars during the hot days.  

Family Care Center - Jennifer Clark shared they were able to house 2 families this month that were homeless but not in their program through the Rapid Re-housing money.
Partners Behavioral Health Management – Teena Willis reported Partners will not be merging at this time.  Michael Smith had one Adult Mental Health First Aid since being trained that was very successful.  He will have some others coming up and it is encouraged for members of the regional committee to take it as well.  If anyone is interested contact Michael for the next date or set up one for your agency.
