Balance of State
	Point in Time – Casey gave an overview of the state’s Point In Time count. Total numbers were down 5% overall. There were reductions in following categories; singles, families and children-only households, chronically homeless, veterans, mental illness, substance use disorder, and HIV/AIDs. There was a 6% increase in people fleeing domestic violence.  Reasons for reductions may include changes in counting methodologies, weather, and reduction in homelessness. 
CoC Grant Application update– we need a volunteer for the project review committee.  Nan Lacy volunteered to be on this subcommittee and her information will be sent to NCCEH.  
HMIS Update – Moving to the new system starting June.  HMIS agency admins will have trainings in June and July.  More information to follow.

Agency Updates


	Catawba County United Way –Cheryl shared information about NC211 resource.  She is doing training at all Catawba County libraries to share the 211 information.  She will be happy to come to anyone else in need of training on 211.
Greater Hickory Cooperative Christian Ministries –They are rolling out the Networx Catawba program.  The first class will begin in August.  
Salvation Army – Casey shared the Salvation Army is nowhere near capacity.  They are at about ½ capacity. 
Safe Harbor Rescue Mission – Amy Marie shared they have moved their administrative offices to the old Nationwide Bldg. None of their client services have moved. They will be hosting their bedspread derby again on August 15th at the Valley Hills Mall.  

City of Hickory Fire Department – Terri Byers shared several events that will be happening around the community for the summer.  She will pass numbers for supper programs to Casey to share. 
Family Care Center - Jennifer Clark shared they still have rapid rehousing funds available.  They have served 15 people (7 households) as of May.

Family Guidance Center – Anne Peele shared they do credit counseling and have foreclosure prevention services funds available until the money runs out.  

ALFA – Meg Lail shared ALFA will be hosting National HIV testing Day on June 26, from 9am – 4pm and giving a free gift for all who get tested.  Flyer was handed out. 

CVCC – Wanda Horvath shared that CVCC’s next semester will be starting August 17th.  

Catawba County Schools – Dana shared they are offering educational programs at Family Care Center

Community Link – Nathan shared the rapid rehousing program is increasing their supports for veterans up to 6 months.  

Veteran’s Stand Down – Dr. Ric Vandett shared there were over 230 veterans served at the Stand Down this year.  Next year’s date has been set for April 29, 2016.  They are many veterans who are not showing up in the PIT count either because they are couch surfing or not coming to the PIT count to be counted.  The Veterans Helping Veterans group is looking for office space if anyone knows of any that may be available.  They need somewhere to keep records and files.  Ric also shared the Asheville VA rep. will be coming to Hickory to go see some of the homeless camps in the area.  
Partners BHM - Teena shared Partners is conducting a stakeholder survey and encouraged everyone to take the survey and provide feedback. 
City of Hickory – Dave Leonetti shared the City of Hickory has money available for homeowners for urgent repair and rehabilitation. 
Veteran’s Administration – Tim Brulet shared there are HUD VASH vouchers available. They are targeting chronically homeless and also certain subpopulations. On June 25th they will officially be with the Asheville VA instead of the Salisbury VA.
