Agency Updates


	Catawba County United Way –Cheryl shared they have some odd and end furniture pieces in the back area for agency for free.  
NC WORKS – Thad Sparkman shared there are many jobs being posted.  Refer people in need of jobs.

Greater Hickory Cooperative Christian Ministries –They are rolling out the Networx Catawba program.  The first class will begin in September.  Kristen Morris is the Coordinator for the program.  They are also trying to collect healthier foods for their pantry instead of soda, chips, and candy.  
Community Link – They still have Rapid Rehousing funds available.  They are out of prevention funds until October.
