	Greenway Transportation –Working with Veterans Helping Veterans to host a collaborative meeting focused on servicing the veterans in the Unifour area.  The meeting will be on October 27th at 10am at the Western Piedmont Council of Governments.  
Salvation Army – They will begin advertising for jobs for bell ringers in October.  They will also be distributing the list of dry cleaners where people can donate coats. 
Hickory Police Dept. – Captain Whisnant reported the Community Relations Council has opened its fall grant application cycle.  The grant is to promote positive relations in the community.  The grants range from $500 - $1500 and the application can be accessed on the City of Hickory website or by contacting Captain Whisnant.  Deadline for application submission is noon on October 2nd. There will be a 9/11 ceremony downtown tomorrow at 12:30.
