	Greenway Transportation –Amelia Bostic shared information on the Foothills Veteran Services meeting to be held on Jan. 26th at 10am at WPCOG.   
City of Hickory – Dan Leonetti shared they are planning for the CDBG Development.  Funding applications are available – this can fund urgent needs, homeless services, youth, HIV/AIDs programs for low to moderate income

Salvation Army – Casey McCall reported the shelter is not full.  They have about 20 beds available for those that need them.  
Hickory Police Dept. – Captain Whisnant reported the Community Relations Council will open its next grant application cycle.  The grant is to promote positive relations in the community.
