Open Door Ministries – Roger Cornett stated they recently met with the HPD and are talking to homeless folks and discouraging them from loitering. 
Cognitive Connection – Judy Bentley shared information about the Burke Integrated Health site in Burke County.  It is open to anyone needing services.  They have a 1st evaluation center to help people without them having to be hospitalized.  They want to eventually have it open to serve 24/7.
