	City of Hickory – Dan Leonetti shared the CDBG Development funding was moving forward.  There are less funds available than before. 
NC Works – Thad Sparkman shared NC Works Career Center will move to the Conover Station at 403 Conover Station SE on April 11th.. 

Family Care Center – Jennifer Clark shared they received an $11,000 increase in rapid rehousing dollars.  The total rapid rehousing dollars now is $31,152.
Safe Harbor Rescue Mission- Debbie Haynes shared they have several new programs.  CVBH has a therapist on site now for weekly assessments. They have a Work to Win program, they developed career class the ladies can apply for.  They have 6 week internships where they can earn money towards rent, utilities, etc.  They gain work references. Safe Harbor has developed business partners to make referrals for jobs.  They also have the Bridge of Hope program that is a two year mentoring program.  
Salvation Army – Casey McCall shared the shelter is only ½ full. 

Sipes Orchard Homes – Jamie shared the partnership with having the Children’s Advocacy Center on campus is working out well. 

Community Link – Brenden Lewis – They are out of prevention funds but still have rapid rehousing money for veterans.
