Committee

Warming Stations
	Group has been discussing developing warming stations in Burke County.  Chasity shared that they have had two meetings to discuss things and are still working on developing this.   There will be a meeting Friday February 5th at 11 am at Burke United Way to continue this discussion and development.    Michael encouraged the group to talk with the churches in the community to be a part of this to see how they can help.    The goal is to develop a policy or plan for people who are homeless to have somewhere warm to go to during the day. Updates
	 Burke United Christian Ministries:

Jill shared that there is a big need for tents at this time.   A lot of tents were destroyed during the snowstorm in Jan.  She also shared a need for a Woman and her children for housing.  Group gave suggestions and will meet with Jill after the meeting.   
Tracy Frye shared that her church is sponsoring a Souper Bowl event on 2-4-16 to benefit Hospice at Faith Community Church.

CCRP:

Doug stated that they are looking into developing a women’s program/house similar to the men’s program.   They have been discussing it for a while, but are hoping to have it up and running in the summer.   One of the biggest obstacles is finding people to staff the program.   

Several people shared some resources for services.    Freedom House in Winston Salem has an addiction program for woman and they can also house their children.   There is a $500 application fee, but they also have scholarships.   They will also provide transportation.   

Good Samaritan’s Good Race will be March 19th.   Flyer will be sent out to group electronically.  

House of Refuge:

Thom shared that they averaged 13.6 people for the month of Jan. (They have a 14 bed capacity),   They have had 5 new people come in this month as well.   They have had 14 emergency days (stay longer or come in earlier due to temps).  They have also been beyond capacity 5 days due to freezing temps.
