The iCare Burke Tour date has been set for November 15th during Hunger and Homeless Awareness Week. 

	Agenda Item 
Agency Updates
	Burke United Christian Ministries – Jill King shared BUCM will be having their picnic in the Magic Kingdom fundraiser on June 4th.  She also shared the number of foster children is up 180+ and DSS is in need of Foster families.  She also asked if it was possible to declare white flag conditions during severe storms.  This is a questions that can be posed to the shelters.   She also shared they will have more space available for use as an Educational Room and used as an agency referral base.

Rosemary Ohnesorge shared in April they had 27 homeless unduplicated, 100 assists for those 27 and 37 showers.  The numbers are down from last year at this same time.  Connie Davis shared they are revamping Wed. Classes.  1st Wed – Adult coloring class,4th Wed. – Hope Class& life skills class.  VR will also be coming in to do classes. 
Burke Recovery – Joe Marks shared their 50th Celebration Gala on April 30th was a success.  They have also started a billboard campaign.  He also reported that 20 kids were placed with DSS due to drug charges in March. 

Partners BHM – Michael Smith shared the NAMI conference is now free for anyone wanting to attend.  He also shared numbers from the Veterans Stand Down.  There were 255 veterans that registered, 23 of those were from Burke.  Project Lazarus event hosted a flyer contest and East Burke High school student won. It will be displayed at the Crawdads game on May 13th –“Take back day”. Teena Willis shared Partners will be combining its four shelter plus care grants.  This should not affect any of the grant operations for the recipients.  
Good Samaritans Clinic – Kim James shared it is renewal and application time for state grants.  They received possible approval for mobile health clinic for preventative care.  They are also piloting new programs.  

NC Voc Rehab – Maggie Hefner requested everyone help get the word out about VR programs.  They don’t have new brochures yet, but the website is updated.  Agencies can get the old brochures off their website. 

Meeting Place Mission – The women’s and children’s shelter is full.  They have 4 families now.  They have one family in the FACES program. 

ALFA -  Brian Gilliland shared the Hike for Hope was held April 18th and they raised $13,000+.  Jan. – April there were 3 new HIV and 2 Hep C cases.  He shared intravenous drug use is on the rise. Case managers have 30-40 on their caseloads and they have about 160 clients.  

	Other Discussion
	There was discussion about the House of Refuge and their lack of participation in meetings and coordinated assessment process.  ESG funding mandates participation in both.  It was agreed that there needs to be discussion with them to state their lack of participation is jeopardizing their opportunity for funding.  They are also an integral part of the continuum for housing and need to be at the table.  Jill will initiate a meeting.
