	Point In Time Summer Count will be the night of June 15th with a station set up at BUCM on June 16th to try to capture data for those unsheltered. A sign-up sheet was sent around to ask for volunteers for that day.  Forms for the sheltered count will be emailed to each agency to complete and bring to BUCM on June 16th.  Items still need to be collected to provide to those in need.
IRC Visit & follow up – Information was shared about the trip to the Interactive Resource Center in Greensboro.  Ideas about Vistas was shared.  Those that went gave feedback about all the great things that were going on there.  The group also met with the Continuum of Care lead and talked about Coordinated Assessment and how their continuum works.  The group will continue to have discussions and continue planning to see how we can develop some type of day activity center for the homeless and those living in poverty.  The committee will report back to the group as more information is available.

Agency Updates
	Burke United Christian Ministries – Jill King shared BUCM will be having their picnic in the Magic Kingdom fundraiser on June 4th.  It was shared in May they served 920 clients, 65 new clients and had 74 denials. They had 25 homeless assists.   There were 89 assists for 35 individuals.  The provided 21 showers.  BUCM is also looking at changing the assistance time for food from 6 to 4 weeks due to the need they are seeing. 
Greenway Transportation - Amelia shared they have Dial A ride for Burke County.  There is only demand response right now.  They are waiting on funding for more transportation options. 

Good Samaritans Clinic – Kim James shared they have received funding for a satellite clinic in East Burke at Oak Ridge Baptist.  It will be opening 4 days/week. 
Circles – Circles will be starting a new group in Sept.  They will have it available for Spanish and English speaking participants.  They have had 75 people go through the program to celebration.  The retention rate is about 50%.

NC Voc. Rehab – Maggie Hefner stated she is accepting applications.  She reminded that Voc. Rehab can support paid interns with agencies (4 month interns help give work history for individuals).
House of Refuge -  The shelter is at 13 individuals and 14 is their capacity.  For April and May they were within 1 of their capacity.  Individuals can stay at their facility 1yr, 18 months or as much as 12 months. They have white flag days for severe weather but will look into doing white flag days for temperatures. 

Meeting Place Mission – Chris Hoover shared the shelter numbers are lower than normal, the men’s houses are almost at capacity.  FACES is in one side of their duplex and the Phase II of the Men’s is in the other half.   

ALFA - Brian Gilliland shared Jan. – May 31st there were 3 new HIV and 14 Hep C cases.

	Steve Coll from Self Help Credit Union shared with the group several programs that may be beneficial for the individuals that we all serve. Some of the programs discussed were credit builder loans, wealth builder loans, finance litigation, and credit counseling.  He left brochures
