Kevin called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone.  Kevin made a motion to accept the minutes from September 11, Brian seconded the motion and it was approved.
We then received updates from the following agencies that provide services to the homeless within the five county region:
· Diakonos, Inc. dba Fifth Street Ministries - Fifth Street served 120 single individuals 
and 9 families. They are still accepting referrals. My Sister’s House, battered women’s shelter, served 15 women and 20 children. The Veteran’s Transitional Housing Program is currently full. All services offered by Fifth Street Ministries are available to anyone within the five county region.  
HOME of Mooresville currently has one family. They serve single women and children from Mooresville.
· DISSY Rapid Rehousing -There are currently 4 families and 1 single in housing. Two families graduated the program the end of September. One family is signing a lease in Mt. Airy today.  Please send in the VISPDAT before filling out the full application. Rapid Re-Housing is open to individuals on a case by case basis.
· The Ark - Currently serving 8 children and 11 adults.  Has 1 single opening. They serve families and single women who are not victims of domestic violence. 
· SHAHC – Program is full at this time. Working on a transitional 3 bedroom housing unit which should be ready toward the first of the month.
· Goodwill NWNC SSVF- Has funding and is taking referrals.

· Shepherd’s House – Served an average of 20 clients daily. Currently has one opening which is expected to be filled today. 
· DSS Stokes - Has crisis intervention funding. Will have LEIAP ( Low Income Energy Assistance Program) funding in December.
· DSS Surry - Will have LEIAP funding the first of December for elderly (60 and over), and starting January first for other ages. Must meet income requirements. Apply at DSS.

· Workfirst Surry Co. – Clarified a Workfirst exemption for single parents of a child less than 3 months old.

· Veteran Service Rep Surry Co. - Serving 3 to 4 veterans daily including securing benefits and pensions. Currently working with a widow to secure benefits. Also discussed Balance of State info, including the Steering Committee meeting on November 29th.

· There was also a case conference concerning a female veteran in Iredell Co. in need of housing.

            With no further business, the meeting was adjourned.
